No public comment.

Motion by Cullan to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2018 as presented.  Second by Schumacher.  Roll Call: Horstman-Aye; Schumacher-Aye; Turek-Aye; Wood-Aye; Ansley-Aye; Cullan-Aye—6-0-0—Motion carried

Motion by Ansley that the claims for June be approved as presented in the amount of $499,818.59 from the General Fund.  Second by Shumacher.  Roll Call: Schumacher-Aye; Turek-Aye; Wood-Aye; Ansley-Aye; Cullan-Aye; Horstman-Aye—6-0-0—Motion carried

Motion by Cullan to approve the 2018-2019 Student Handbook as presented.  Second by Ansley.  Roll Call:  Turek-Aye; Wood-Aye; Ansley-Aye; Cullan-Aye; Horstman-Aye; Schumacher-Aye—6-0-0—Motion carried

No Action on Admission prices.  The board directed the superintendent to research and bring back recommendations in August.

Motion by Turek to authorize Superintendent Charles Isom to sign checks on the Hot Lunch Funds, Student Activity Funds, Employee Benefit Fund, Building Funds and the IMPREST account.  In the absence of Charles Isom, Mary Curtis shall be authorized to sign checks on the listed accounts.  Second by Ansley.  Roll Call:  Ansley-Aye; Cullan-Aye; Horstman-Aye; Shumacher-Aye; Turek-Aye; Wood-Aye—6-0-0—Motion carried
Motion by Ansley to set school breakfast and lunch prices as follows:  K-12 Breakfast-$1.65; Adult Breakfast-$2.15; Pre School Lunch-$2.15; K-6 Lunch-$2.40; 7-12 Lunch-$2.70; Adult Lunch-$3.85 (.10 increase in each area) for the 2018-2019 school year.  Second by Turek.  Roll Call:  Cullan-Aye; Horstman-Aye; Schumacher-Aye; Turek-Aye; Wood-Aye; Ansley-Aye—6-0-0—Motion carried

The board was informed that Hemingford Schools is accredited for the 2018-2019 School Year.  This certification is determined by the Nebraska Department of Education.

Discussion was held on services provided by NASB.  On-line board meetings and Policy service are two programs that provide a better way to access information on the district.  On-line meetings save the staff time and reduces paper usage.  This process also allows the board to watch the agenda develop over a period of time instead of getting the packet a couple days ahead of the meeting.  More information will be provided and this will be an action item in August.  Cost of the program is $1,500 for Tier 1 on (on-line board meeting), and $2,500 for Tier 2 (on line board meeting and policies).

Mr. Kluver informed the board of summer projects that are progressing.  He also informed the board of some additional security cameras that have been installed.  Mrs. Plog shared information on CPI training she has done and is doing.  Mrs. Plog is training some of the Hemingford staff.  In August, some Alliance staff will be trained as well.

Mr. Isom reported on his vacation and sick days.  He shared information from NASB on the impact the ruling on taxes from sales tax will impact the state.  Information was shared on the US government combining the Department of Education and the Department of Labor.  Budget and levy hearings will be September 10.  The administrative team will be attending Administration Days in Kearney 7/25 to 7/27.  Election information was shared.  Ward A-Troy Turek; Ward B-Justin Ansley.  No one has filed in Ward C.

There were no Committee Reports.
